Second Weekend in Advent  

We have arrived in the Second Sunday in Advent! I’ve been asked before, “why not sing Christmas songs during Advent?” 

The reply is best taken from the Byrds: “To everything, [turn, turn, turn] there is a season….” Of course, I could have said 

that the reply was best taken from the Bible, but the musical part of my brain sometimes speaks first.  

 

Just like Lent and Easter, there are specific songs best suited for Advent, and some best suited for Christmas. The themes 

for Advent songs highlight waiting for Christ’s arrival; preparing our hearts, both in somber natures and joyful tones. For 

example, this weekend we hear John the Baptist’s declaration, “I am the voice crying out in the wilderness: ‘Prepare the 

way of the Lord!’” The song “Wait For the Lord” (#406) (which we talked about last week) centers around this Gospel 

passage. Even more so, the song “A Voice Cries Out” (#416) paraphrases the theme of “[preparing] the way of the Lord”. 

The refrain is:  

“A voice cries out in the wilderness: Prepare a way for the Lord! A voice cries out in the wilderness: Make straight a high-

way for God!”  

 

The “prepare the way of the Lord” theme is very popular in Advent music, and encourages us to do the same. But how can 

we “prepare the way of the Lord” in modern times? We offer free Advent devotional books to you, our parishioners, 

which can be used as a small, daily devotional during Advent. Much like Lent, you could also make it a personal goal to 

read some scripture every day, or pray an additional prayer throughout the Advent season. You could also make a goal to 

give of your time once each week in the Advent season as Christ’s disciples, thus preparing the community (in your own 

way) for the holiday season.  

 

In all honesty, I see being a disciple of Christ as an opportunity to be a beacon of light in the over-hyped, consumerist 

Christmas culture in which we live. In a purchase-heavy mentality, we can prepare our little corner of the world by focus-

ing on helping others and giving of our time and talents to whatever would bring someone else closer to Him.  

 

New Mass Parts 

You might have noticed that we changed some of our Mass parts last weekend! We are working with Prince of Peace par-

ish to bring our communities together. One of the ways we build unity is through music. For this reason, we will be doing 

the same Mass parts (Gloria, “Holy Holy”, “Amen”, etc.) as Prince of Peace Parish beginning in January 2019. We are 

slowly integrating into these Mass parts now in two ways: first, we are singing a new “Amen” (#374). It is very short and 

easy to catch onto (for those of you who have not heard it before).  

 

Secondly, we are doing a new musical setting of the “Lamb of God”. Please follow along at #391 for the first few weeks as 

we get used to it together! We will build upon these two Mass parts – the “Amen” and the “Lamb of God” – so we can sing 

the same full Mass setting as half of our community, Prince of Peace Parish, already does. The music ministry is working to 

build common ground and unity with Prince of Peace, and we hope you do the same!
